YHWH – I Am (Self-Existing) – God’s Personal Name 
Ex. 3:14 - God is: Personal, relational, knowable 
 
Jehovah-Rohi – LORD is my Shepherd 
Ps 23 - God is: Loving, caring, guards, guides 
 
Jehovah-Rapha – LORD who Heals 
Isa. 53:5 - God is: Merciful, loving 
 
Jehovah-Tsidkenu – LORD our Righteousness 
Jer. 23:6 - God is: Forgiving, right, just, righteous, loving 
 
Jehovah-Jirah – LORD will Provide 
Gen. 22:14 - God is: Giving, generous, rich/wealthy, resourceful 
 
Jehovah-Sabaoth  - LORD of Hosts (Heaven’s Armies), Almighty 
Mal 1:10-14 - God is: Just, authority, wrath, powerful 
 
Adonai – Great God, Almighty 
Hab. 3:19; Deut 10:17 - God is: omnipotent, sovereign, Lord, Master 
 
Elohim – All Powerful Creator 
Genesis 1 - God is: Creator, designer, omnipotent, creative, orderly 
 
El Olam – Eternal God 
Gen. 21:33 - God is: Eternal, limitless 
 
El Roi – The God who Sees (Me) 
Gen. 16:13 - God is: Omnipresent, omniscient, caring, attentive, 
thoughtful 
 
El Elyon – Most High God 
Gen 14:22 - God is: Supreme, worthy, to be worshiped, God of gods 
 
El Shaddai – All Sufficient One, Almighty 
Gen. 17:1 - God is: sovereign, sufficient, comforter, true 
 
Immanuel – God with Us 
Matthew 1:18-23 - God is: Personal, loving, near, real, relational 
 
Jesus – The Lord Saves 
Matthew 1:18-23 - God is: Savior, loving, merciful, gracious, forgiving
